1. Why do you think that Shakespeare “gives away” the plot of his play in the prologue? (No quotes or line numbers necessary here)  3 marks. 


2. What do you think might have caused the feud between the Capulets and Montague’s? Why do you think this? 4 marks


3. What does the Nurse think of the Capulet family and Juliet? What do they think of her? 4 marks


4. Analyze the behaviour of Tybalt, Mercution and Benvolio in Act One. Based on your analysis, predict what their roles may be for the remainder of the play. (Provide scene and line numbers to support your reasoning). 6 marks


5. Do Romeo’s feelings for Juliet seem to be different from his feelings for Rosaline? Why or why not? (PROOF!) 4 marks. 


6. Compare Romeo’s reaction to Juliet’s when each discovers the true identity of the other. 4 marks


7. From what you know at this point, do you think Juliet would be better off with Paris or Romeo? Why? 3 marks


8. In literary language, the term foil refers to a character with qualities that are in sharp contrast with another character, thus emphasizing the qualities of each. How is Mercutio a foil to Romeo? 4 marks


9. Foreshadowing is when hints are given within the text as to what might happen later on. What examples of foreshadowing do you find in Act one? 3 marks
